VITICULTURE

Grapes come from a selection of plots on the estate, located between 350 and 
440 metres above sea level and with different exposures. All the grapes are 
harvested by hand.

VINIFICATION

After destemming and crushing, a gentle pressing was carried out followed by 
clarification of the must using a cold decanting process. Temperature-controlled 
fermentation in stainless steel vats. The wine rested in storage for 4 months 
before being bottled.

TASTING NOTES

Côtto Rosé has an open salmon pink colour. On the nose, aromas of fresh fruit 
combine with subtle floral flavours and on the palate, elegance is revealed through 
a smooth, refined texture. It finishes fresh and enveloping.
